Three reports (years 2002-3, 2003-4, 2004-5) were distributed. Procedures will change in
response to new regulations. A broader definition of “data” is likely. Previous collaboration
will not be considered plagiarism. The office is adhering to present requirements in the
Procedure and will begin to shred case files older than 3 years.

12. *Requed to change the administrative regponsibility for the Doctor of Philosophy degeein

Items11 and 12 wereconsideredtogether.

Much debate over the merit of the proposals was heard. Advocates of the requests noted that
Math Ed. is a multi-disciplinary area requiring expertise in areas other than just math, that the
area is important, that success of the program as currently administered has been limited, that
the faculty involved in the program are distinguished, and that approval of the requests would
facilitate MSU becoming a world leader in Math Ed. The proposal has the support of the
faculty and students in math Ed., and the support of Colleges of Natural Sciences and
Education. Representatives of Math Department (who were not in the Math Ed. Program)
strongly objected to the request on the grounds that graduate work in areas other than math
constituted a lowering of standards.

A vote on items 11 and 12 yielded a simple majority of 8 for, 7 against, and 1 abstention.
This vote was subsequently invalidated because of procedural errors.
